At the July Council meeting the Chairman welcomed Rev. Rita and new council members. Rev. Nancy 
Robinson gave a short presentation on the Community Outreach program. She will be meeting with the ONE 
Committee in the near future to dicuss the need for future grants and possible incorporation of this program 
into our regular outreach program. Treasurer, Hal Costley reported that our deficit had decreased at the end of 
June from $17,210 to $15,767. Mike Bobbitt announce that the Task Force on the Gills House usage will meet 
again on August 3 at 7pm and urged members to attend. Karen Bobbitt, Chair of Worship Committee, updated 
the group on the work of the Worship Committee and in particular, Ushers and Acolytes. Council voted to add 
David Poole to the Finance Committee to replace Griff Nettles who resigned. The Youth Counselors reported 
on the group‟s trip to Lake Junaluska in June and thanked everyone for their generous support of the trip. Rev. 
Rita thanked everyone for the nice reception and dinner on July 17, and also for all the help in her move. 

 

From Finance 

Thanks for your help! As of June 30 our deficit for the year has decreased from $17,210 to $15,767. Our giving 
for the year to date is still lower than needed to meet the budget.

Virginia Annual Conference -   229
th

 Session– June 15 – 19, 2011 

The conference was presided over by Bishop Tim Whitaker of the Florida Conference, due to illness of 
Bishop Charlene Kammerer. It was a long, – but very good, conference.  Budget for apportionments was 
approved for 2012 – which is a 2.62% overall increase. However, there are many cuts in the funding for 
various ministries.  

 There were 18 resolutions of which some were approved, some disapproved, or withdrawn.  After 
many ballots, 13 Laity and 13 Clergy delegates were elected to the 2012 General Conference and another 13 
Laity and 13 Clergy to the Jurisdictional Conference as well as 10 each Laity and Clergy alternates. 

There was a decrease in net Membership in 2010 in 16 of the 18 districts.  The Ashland District had an 
increase of 1.4%.   As of July 1, there will be only 16 districts, and Lakeside will become a part of the 
Richmond District. 

Rev. Charles Swadley, along with the other 40 retirees representing 1170 years of service, was 
honored on Friday afternoon.  

On Saturday night there was a Service of Remembrance and Holy Communion in memory of those 
persons related to the Virginia Conference who died during the last year. 

The Worship, Bible Study and Music were very inspiring.

In recent years, Soundworks has brought its eclectic repertoire to audiences throughout the Mid-
